Magic and Mischief (based on A Midsummer Night's Dream by Willigm
Shakespeare) is d comedy that follows the intertwining stories of four young
Athenian lovers¥d"™ bumbling “tiedpeseidmateur actors, and a group of
mischievous fairies in a mystical forest: Magic, mistaken identities, and
romantic chaos ensue before order s restored and happy endings are
achieved.

The play's interweaving storylines unfold in and around the magical woods
outside ancient Athens:

» The Lovers’ Entanglement: Hermia and Lysander are in love, but
Hermia's father demands she marry Demetrius. The young couple flees
INto the forest, pursued by a jealous Demetrius and Helena, who is
hopelessly in love with Demetrius.

e The Fairy Dispute: Oberon and Titania, the king and gueen of the fairies,
are engaged in a bitter argument. To punish his wife, Oberon commands
his mischievous servant, Puck, to use a magic flower that causes the
victim to fall in love with the first creature they see upon waking.

e Puck's Magic Mix-Up: Puck's magical pranks go awry. He accidentally
enchants both Lysander and Demetrius to fall in love with Helena,
throwing the humans into a chaotic argument, and enchants Titania to
fall in love with a craftsmen (Bottom) whose head has been magically
transformed inte a donkey.

Ultipnaitely, Oberon and, Puck_ reversé the chaotie enchaptments. Thefairy
cogplenreconclles, the llowers pair o inpeace, and theytall celebrate the
wedding of Duke Theseus and Hippolyta by watching a/comically disastrous
play performed by the local craftsmen. At its core, the play.explores the
irrationality, magic, and often foolish nature of love.
